Tree and Brush Chipping / Removal Policy 

Chipping is only available for brush cut by homeown-

ers within the Blooming Grove City limits.  Brush will 

by chipped and/or picked up twice monthly on the 

2nd and 4th Tuesdays as needed.  Only brush resulting 

from regular trimming or storm damage will be ac-

cepted.  Piles must be less than 5’ high, 4’ wide, and 8’ 

long, with branches less than 3” in diameter.  Brush 

should be loosely and neatly stacked off along the 

shoulder of the road,  with the cut ends facing the 

roadway.  Brush containing nails, wires, or other con-

taminants will not be accepted.  Chippings will be 

blown back onto the property or right of way.
